FIELD CONDITIONS AND CONFIRMING THAT WORK IS BUILDABLE AS SHOWN BEFORE
PROCEEDING WITH CONSTRUCTION. IF THERE ARE ANY QUESTIONS REGARDING THESE
OR OTHER COORDINATION QUESTIONS, THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR 
OBTAINING A CLARIFICATION FROM THE ARCHITECT BEFORE PROCEEDING WITH WORK 
IN QUESTION.

3. GENERAL CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE GENERAL CLEANING OF A
JOB AFTER ITS COMPLETION. CLEANING SHALL INCLUDE INTERIOR OF THE BUILDING 
AND PATH OF TRAVEL TO THE JOB SITE, THE PARKING LOT, ELEVATORS, LOBBIES AND 
CORRIDORS.

4. ALL WORK NOTED "N.I.C." OR "NOT IN CONTRACT" IS TO BE ACCOMPLISHED BY A 
CONTRACTOR OTHER THAN THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR AND IS NOT TO BE PART OF 
THE CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT. THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE 
WITH "OTHER" CONTRACTORS AS REQUIRED PER REQUIREMENTS ESTABLISHED BY 
OWNER, TENANT, OR BOTH.

5. WHERE NOTED "V.I.F. ", "VERIFY" OR "+/-" THE DIMENSIONS ARE TO BE CHECKED IN THE 
FIELD BY THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR.

6. "ALIGN" AS USED IN THESE DOCUMENTS SHALL MEAN TO ACCURATELY LOCATE FINISH 
FACES IN THE SAME PLANE.

7. "TYPICAL" OR "TYP" AS USED IN THESE DOCUMENTS SHALL MEAN THAT THE CONDITION 
IS THE SAME OR REPRESENTATIVE FOR ALL SIMILAR CONDITIONS THROUGHOUT, U.N.O.

10. DIMENSIONS ARE TO FINISH FACE OF WALL, U.N.O.

11. DO NOT SCALE DRAWINGS. DIMENSIONS GOVERN.

12. LARGE SCALE DRAWINGS TAKE PRECEDENCE OVER SMALL SCALE DRAWINGS. DETAILS
GOVERN OVER PLANS. NOTIFY THE ARCHITECT OF ANY DISCREPANCIES.

13. VERIFY ALL APPLIANCE & EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS WITH MANUFACTURERS. 
PROVIDE ALL WALL BACKING, ELECTRICAL & PLUMBING SUPPLY, FITTINGS & 
CONNECTORS TO SUPPORT OR COMPLETE INSTALLATION.

14. PROVIDE BLOCKING BEHIND ALL EQUIPMENT, FIXTURES, SIGNS, MILLWORK, WHERE 
INDICATED OR REQUIRED.

15. PROVIDE STIFFENERS, BRACING, BACK-UP PLATES, ETC., AS REQUIRED AT STUD WALLS

6. USE 5/8” MOISTURE RESISTANT “GREEN BOARD” DRYWALL ON ALL RESTROOMS AND 
WET WALLS.

7. GENERAL CONTRACTOR TO PROVIDE AND INSTALL 16 GAUGE GALVANIZED METAL WALL 
BACKING AT ALL BUILT-IN MILLWORK LOCATIONS, HANGING WALL EQUIPMENT, ETC., 
U.N.O.  VERIFY EXACT LOCATIONS.

8. ALL INTERIOR WALLS AND PARTITIONS SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED TO RESIST ALL LOADS

11. PROVIDE MINIMUM FURRING AT ALL UNFURRED INTERIOR COLUMNS AND REATED 
WALLS TO 6 INCHES ABOVE CEILING, U.N.O.

12. GENERAL CONTRACTOR TO PROVIDE GYP. BD. FURRING AT ALL EXPOSED PERIMETER 
BULKHEAD CONDITIONS AND ABOVE ALL EXPOSED PERIMTER WINDOW HEAD 
CONDITIONS TO 6 INCHES ABOVE SUSPENDED CEILINGS.
